                                    GUIDELINES AND INSTRUCTIONS
The Flower Show is sponsored by the San Francisco Bay Area Chapter of Ikebana International.  The purpose of the Flower Show is to promote the joy of Ikebana, which demonstrates our motto “Friendship Through Flowers” to the general public.  The show is non-competitive.  Our goal is to provide members exhibiting their own creations an enjoyable time.

GUIDELINES

1. Exhibitors must be Ikebana International members of the San Francisco Bay Area Chapter.
2. No artificial plants or flowers may be used in any arrangement.
3. Every member, whether they are beginners, advanced or teachers will have an equal chance to exhibit Ikebana as an equal participant in the show.
4. When choosing a container (or water source), keep in mind that water evaporates quickly.  Water picks and very shallow containers may not be suitable for this environment.
5. Every exhibitor will make his/her arrangement(s) by him/herself in order to fully enjoy the experience.  Teachers may assist their students, if requested.
6. Acceptability of questionable arrangements will be determined by a Review Committee of President, Show Chairman & Show Designer.
 
EXHIBITORS’ INSTRUCTIONS

1. Arrangements may be prepared at the S.F. County Fair Building on Thursday, May 12, 5-8 P.M., or Friday May 13, 9-11:30 A.M.  All work must be completed by the specified time.

2. Unload your materials in the parking lot at the rear of the building and please re-park your car elsewhere, outside of the parking lot.  NOTE: Lincoln Way is a tow away zone after 4 pm.

3. Upon arrival, check in at the Entry Desk in the Gallery.  Please bring with you information that gives your name, flower name, school, style and title (if needed).  Mark ownership on your equipment, including pedestals and lights.

4. Please leave your completed arrangement(s) with your name card at your work area and clear all debris.  If you wish to leave replacement flowers, be sure to identify them, and notify the Entry Desk.  If you prefer to replace the flowers yourself, you must have your ticket stamped “COMMITTEE” to gain free access to the Gallery.  All replacement of flowers must be completed no later than 9:45 A.M. on the days of the show.  Be sure your arrangement(s) have plenty of water to last through the day.  No rearranging during show hours.

5. Only the Placement Committee will determine the final placement of arrangements.  All requests for spaces will be on a “first come first served” basis.

6. Exhibits may not be removed before 5:05 P.M. Sunday, but MUST be removed by 5:30 P.M.  

7. Ikebana International cannot be responsible for any loss or damage.  However, every precaution, including night security, will be taken.

IKEBANA 2005 will offer a wide variety of opportunities to the members to exhibit their Ikebana arrangements.  We will again this year have use of the courtyard in front of the building to display large out door arrangements.  This year, we will be moving the café out of the main building to the reception tent and so we will have more space to exhibit in the gallery hall.  This will also allow for some large arrangements to be made inside.  Hanging arrangements will be allowed this year also.  We encourage exhibitors to use their imagination and help us produce an exciting and memorable show to celebrate our 25th Ikebana International Show.
